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The International Society of Olympic Historians (ISOH) was formed as the result of a meeting in London in December 1991. The idea of forming an Olympic Historical Society had been the subject of correspondence - mainly between Bill Mallon (USA) and Ture Widlund (SWE) - for many years. On Thursday, 5 December 1991, a group of potential members met at the ‘Duke of Clarence’ pub in the Kensington section of London. Those present were: Ian Buchanan (GBR), Stan Greenberg (GBR), Ove Karlsson (SWE), Bill Mallon (USA), Peter Matthews (GBR), David Wallechinsky (USA), and Ture Widlund (SWE). The invited guests who sent regrets were: Anthony Bijkerk (NED), Peter Diamond (USA), Pim Huurman (NED), Erich Kamper (AUT), Volker Kluge (GER), and Wolf Lyberg (SWE).

At the meeting the wheels were set in motion to form The International Society of Olympic Historians. The late (1995) Erich Kamper, holder of the Olympic Order and the doyen of Olympic historians, was elected by acclamation as the group’s honorary president, with the first Executive Committee formed from other candidate-members.

The purpose of the organization is to promote and study the Olympic Movement and the Olympic Games. The purpose will be achieved primarily through research into the history of the Olympic Movement and the Olympic Games, through the gathering of historical and statistical data concerning the Olympic Movement and the Olympic Games, and through the publication of the research via journals and other publications. ISOH is a non-profit organization whose dues will be used solely for the production of such publications. This purpose will be supported with the publication of historical and statistical research in the

currently published three (3) times per year. The Society will also attempt to support historical research into the Olympic Games.

Membership in ISOH will be offered to historians after nomination by one of the current members. Annual subscription will be $ 25.00 (US) per year until Dec. 31, 2008 at which time it will become $35.00 (US) per year. Several different methods of payment of the subscription may be arranged as described on page 4.
