ISOH Executive Committee Meeting

Held on Wednesday, September 30, 2009

In the Hilton Airport Hotel

Copenhagen, Denmark

1. Meeting Called to Order.
ISOH President Karl Lennartz opens the meeting.
2. Introduction of Executive Committee Membership

The meeting was attended by: Karl Lennartz, ISOH President; David Wallechinsky, vice-president; John Grasso, treasurer; Anthony Bijkerk, secretary-general; and the members: Don Anthony and Kostas Georgiadis.

Excuses were received from Dick Pound, Ove Karlsson, Volker Kluge and Stephan Wassong.  

3. Approval of the minutes of the meeting of the Executive Committee, from July 23, 2006 in Olympia, Greece.

The minutes were approved unanimously; see below:

· The minutes from the meeting of the Executive Committee in Sankt Augustin, on September 11, 2005, were approved.

· The project that ISOH will publish the second volume of the proceedings of the ISHPES congress, held in September 2005, including more than 20 articles on various topics on the Olympic Movement and the Olympic History is in progress.
· Karl Lennartz, David Wallechinsky and Tony Bijkerk presented the ISOH award to Dick Pound in Torino in the presence of Jacques Rogge, Thomas Bach and other IOC and ISOH members.
· The 2007 calendar will have as subject: “Jubilees of the Olympic Movement”.
· The special issue of the Journal about the Olympic Art Competition has been distributed to all the NOCs and to all the IOC members, with the assistance of the IOC Secretariat.
· The Treasurer reported that he had sent reminders by the end of May 2006 to the members who had an e-mail account, and he had received answers and payments from most of them. He added that he was going to send more reminders to those who have not yet paid for 2004 and 2005 by the end of August. Five members who had not paid since 2003 were to be removed from membership, according to the ISOH Constitution.
· The various ISOH Awards for 2006/2007 will be presented to:
· the ISOH Award 2007 for outstanding service to the history of the Olympic 
Movement and the Olympic Games will be presented to Professor John Lucas and 
Professor David C. Young.

· in the “article in the ISOH Journal category”: to Guy-Lyonel Loew, “Amateurism and the Olympic Movement: The Stakes of a Definition of Amateurism under the Light of the Case of Karl Schranz”, in JOH 13 (2005)1, p. 22-30.

· in the category of articles not published in the ISOH Journal: to Ian Jobling’s article, “The Last Time Australia was in Athens: The 1906 Olympic Games”, in Buschmann, J./Wassong, S. (Eds.), Langlauf durch die olympische Geschichte, Köln 2005, p. 81-104.

· Karl Lennartz had developed some thoughts about assigning an ISOH medal – separate from the ISOH award - to three of four members every year, people who have rendered outstanding service to the history of the Olympic Movement and the Olympic Games, but who because of their age may not come to receiving the ISOH Award, although they could deserve it. All the members agreed to move on to the necessary arrangements for the design of the medal, which was decided to be presented to three members each year; one younger – under the age of 40 - and to two older members.
· The ISOH Scholarship 2006: it was decided to add $1.000 to the already reserved sum of $5.000 for the Scholarship; because there were three candidates. Since all three candidates: Thomas Wiegand [GER], Heather Dichter [CAN] and Jan C. Rhode [GER] were promising students, it was decided to split the total amount of $6.000 up in three equal portions of $2.000 for each candidate; on the condition that they would all become ISOH members for at least three years.
· Plans for 2006-2007:

IOC website: President Karl Lennartz and Secretary-General Tony Bijkerk have been working hard on making corrections in the historical contents of the IOC website; they were invited for this by Philippe Blanchard, head of the Department for Information Management.

History of the Olympic Games: President Karl Lennartz suggested that because there exist no official history of the Olympic Games, reflecting the latest point of research, ISOH should be the editor of a re-edition of the work of Volker Kluge, translated into English, enhanced by photos and a list with the medal winners. The Secretary General suggested splitting the whole work into two big volumes, one on the Summer Olympic Games and this to be ready by the Beijing 2008 Olympics and one on the Winter Olympic Games and that to be ready by the London 2010 Olympics. The decision on this matter will be taken later. This suggestion to be studied for financial possibilities.
· Karl Lennartz referred to the need of a CD-ROM to be made, which should include all the copies of the ISOH Journal during the 15 years that it has been published.

5. Report of the ISOH Secretary General

· The ISOH membership now stand at 422 members; but ISOH must try to convince some 19 members to pay their outstanding subscriptions, some from having paid last in 2005 and some having paid last in 2006. If these members do not pay, they have to be deleted from membership.
· The Secretary-General has distributed several pages with information on the official invitation from the IOC to visit the Olympic Winter Games in Vancouver for the ISOH President and himself, and the presentation of the ISOH Award 2009 to Bob Barney and the Vikelas Plaque to Bob Paul, Bud Greenspan and Rusty Wilson (USA) in Vancouver on February 10, 2010. They will be discussed in the relevant points of the agenda.
6. Guidelines ISOH Annual Finances (proposal from treasurer John Grasso);

· By January 15th any ISOH member who manages an ISOH bank account

should forward a summary of the previous year's account activity to the ISOH Treasurer.
7. By January 15th any ISOH member who plans on impacting an ISOH bank account for the coming year by spending or receiving money should forward a budget plan for the coming year to the ISOH Treasurer.

· By January 31st, the ISOH Treasurer will consolidate these reports and forward a Treasurer's Report showing the previous year's ISOH financial activity and a Treasurer's Budget showing the coming year's financial plan. These reports will be sent to all Executive Committee members as well as any ISOH members who manage ISOH bank accounts.

· By February 28th a majority of the nine Executive Committee members should

approve the planned budget.

· During the year any deviation of more than 10% of any individual budgetary item should be reported to the Executive Committee. Any new item not included in the original budget should also be reported to and approved by the Executive Committee prior to the expenditure. 

· In order to facilitate the above schedule the Treasurer will forward a list of outstanding dues by December 31st  to all ISOH bank account managers.
· The Treasurer will send dues invoices to all patron members by January 31st.

· The Secretary-General will prepare dues statements for each ISOH member to be included with the mailing of the first Journal of Olympic History.

· The Treasurer will make a formal request in writing for a subvention from the IOC by March 15th. 

· The Treasurer will file IRS Tax Form 990-EZ by May 15th.
· Receipts for any expenditures will be retained by all ISOH bank account managers so that we will be able to fulfill any potential audit requirements.

9. Invitations by the IOC for the ISOH President and Secretary-General to attend the Olympic Winter) Games as members of the Olympic Family and the budgetary issues concerned

It is the intention to have the presentation of the ISOH Award 2009 for lifetime dedication to the history of the Olympic Movement to Robert K. Barney; and the Vikelas Plaque 2009 to the three recipients: C. Robert Paul; Bud Greenspan and Harold E. “Rusty” Wilson take place on February 10, 2010, in a later to be decided place in Vancouver, Canada.

All members of the International Society of Olympic Historians who will be attending the Olympic Winter Games will be welcome for this ceremony.

Both the President of the International Society of Olympic Historians and the Secretary-General will do the actual presentation.

As usual, both will also receive an official invitation from the IOC to represent the ISOH at the Olympic Winter Games, like at earlier Olympic (Winter) Games in Athens 2004, Torino 2006 and Beijing 2008. (see copy of the invitation to Karl Lennartz below)
For that both need to travel to Vancouver and secure lodgings. Usually, the IOC provides lodging in an Olympic Family Hotel, but the costs for such lodgings need to be paid by the invited organization itself.

In Torino, both shared one room in the official Olympic Family Hotel, which reduced the costs to €200,00 per night. In Beijing, both stayed in the Hotel of the Beijing University for Physical Education and the rooms there cost $60,00 per night.

It is expected that the costs for an Olympic Family Hotel in Vancouver will be at least $200,00 per night; but that price is still unknown right now.

However, thanks to the help of ISOH member Steven Ungerleider, we were able to rent an apartment for $500,00 per night, and that for the whole period of the Olympic Winter Games, starting on February 8, and running up to March 2, 2010.

Because the IOC sends its invitation to the representatives of the affiliated and recognized organizations only for a limited period of time, both of us think that in this case, ISOH should only pay for that limited period of time, but plus the extra days we need for the presentations.

· he Olympic Winter Games in Vancouver will officially be opened on February 12; while the Closing Ceremony will take place on February 28, 2010, in the evening. This means that if the IOC as usual sends its invitation for half the period of the Olympic Winter Games (like in Torino), only thirteen days (half the period of the Games, plus the four days for the presentation) should be paid for by the ISOH and the remaining ten days should be paid by ourselves.

The costs per day for the apartment will be further reduced because Mrs Ingrid Lennartz will accompany her husband and will share the apartment with us. This means that the $500,00 per day will have to be divided by 3; and will run up to $166,66 per day for each of the three participants, from which Karl Lennartz will pay one full share from his own pocket.

Estimation of the total costs for the ISOH:

For the apartment:

13 (days) x 2 (persons) x US$166,66 = US$4333,16.

This means that Karl Lennartz will have to pay 23 x $166,66 = $3833.18 + 10 x $166,66 = $1666,60 (a total of $5499,78) from his own pocket.

Tony Bijkerk will have to pay 10 x $166,66 = $1666,60 from his own pocket.

The flight Düsseldorf-Vancouver for two persons (expenditures are not yet known).

We need to have your consent for these expenditures!

11.  Report on “Journal of Olympic History”; 
Stephan Wassong produced: author guidelines for the submission of papers for the “Journal of Olympic History”. They were published in Volume 17, Number 1, on page 75. Volume 17, Number 2 will be published together with the Special Issue produced for the Olympic Congress.
12. Proposal to the IOC to establish a “Historical Commission”; including interactions between the ISOH and the IOC; and the still controversial “1906 International Olympic Games.”

After a discussion it is decided to speak with Dick Pound about this proposal and to propose not a „Historical Commission“, but instead a „Working Group“ on Olympic history, with representatives from both the IOC and the ISOH, which should try to avoid having historical mistakes in every publication oft he IOC, including the website.

Note: later in the same week, Karl Lennartz and Tony Bijkerk had a meeting with Dick Pound about this subject. Dick Pound agreed to speak with the IOC President about this proposal, but only after Tony Bijkerk would produce a note with a proposal in writing. This note was written the next day and presented (with various examples on a memory stick) to Dick Pound that same day.
13. Any other business

· Karl Lennartz informed the meeting about his contacts with Juan Antonio Samaranch about a possible publication of a book with a detailed description about Olympic philately made originally by a member of the German organisation IMOS Karl Rathjen. He hopes that he can have a meeting with Samaranch about this subject and that Samaranch will support the plan to have this book translated in English and published.

· Karl Lennartz also want to inform the meeting about his plans for the calendar 2010. Together with the Sport Association of Sankt Augustin, the Olympic Study Centre of the German Sport University and the German Association for Sport Museums, Sport Archives and Sport Collections, he proposes to produce a Calendar 2010 with children’s drawings of Olympic Winter Games. Because of this combined production, the costs will be as low as possible. However, it needs to be a coloured calendar. The meeting has no problems with this proposal.
· Another Special Issue of the Journal is in study. Karl Lennartz and Tony Bijkerk are working together with ISOH member Jürgen Wagner, to make a complete overview of all existing editions from all the Official Reports from the Modern Olympic Games 1896 to the latest one (Turin 2006).
